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Kwamtili Estate – resurvey and annexation
Dear Mr Mafupa,
Following various meetings, I attach the various documents that your colleagues indicated are required in the first instance by the Tanzania Forest Services (TFS) to restructure Kwamtili Estate, Mkinga District.

Kwamtili Estate Ltd (KEL) is proposing that:

· following a resurvey carried out by the Tanzania Forest Services (TFS) in collaboration with KEL and local authorities, the company’s title of occupation is reduced to cover the core area of its activities comprising cocoa growing, honey collection, bio-tourism and spice growing;
· KEL enters into a concession agreement with the TFS whereby the forest in the area to which KEL would have the right of occupancy is co-managed with the TFS.
The documents are as follows: 

a) TITLES OF OCCUPATION (asserting the area occupied by KEL).
b) PROOF THAT MORTGAGES HAVE BEEN RELEASED (asserting no ties)

The only outstanding lien on the titles is a mortgage held by the FMO, The Netherlands. This mortgage has now been released (see attached copy of legalised and apostolised mortgage release).
c) BRELA REGISTRATION (asserting ownership)

KEL’s BRELA is up-to-date and the usual annual return will be submitted in due course for 2015.
d) COPIES OF THE MAJORITY OWNER’S SHARE CERTIFICATES (asserting ownership)
Mr. Dennis Fielder, Managing Director, currently holds a majority of both Ordinary and Founder shares in KEL. Copies of the share certificates are attached.
e) KWAMTILI GROUP AGREEMENT (asserting ongoing management)

KEL is in the process of concluding an agreement (copy attached) with a group of individuals who exploit the cocoa and beekeeping on Kwamtili Estate in exchange for providing security and managing a limited amount of tourist-type activities.

g) PROPOSAL FOR RESURVEYED BOUNDARIES
I attach a map that outlines our proposal for a resurveyed Kwamtili Estate. For reference, also attached are old maps taken from land titles, titles of occupation and a soil survey that denote the boundary markers.

1. Kwamtili Estate 

Our suggestion for a resurveyed title is to have the eastern boundary of Kwamtili Estate running northwards from a point on the existing boundary with the Kwamgumi Forest Reserve to a point that joins an old road that leads to a bamboo forested stream crossing the road from Chulwa to Kwamtili.

The proposed boundary would then follow the stream (which only runs in the wet season) in a north-easterly direction to the Muzi River to join the existing boundary along the Muzi River.

The resurveyed Kwamtili Estate would comprise a compact rectangular area, demarcated clearly by natural boundaries, that is bordered on most of two sides by the Muzi River and on most of the two remaining sides by forest reserve.
2. Forest Reserve

We envisage that the area to the east of the new north-south boundary would be annexed by the TFS.

The TFS may also wish to establish a forest reserve to the north of Kwamtili Estate along the Muzi River.

3. Local authority control

We envisage that the remaining area north of Kwamtili Estate and to the east of TFS forested areas near the Muzi River would be under local authority control
I trust that these documents are sufficient for the TFS to proceed to the next stage. Meanwhile, please let me know if you need additional information of clarification.
